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ENDURANCE NEWS 
 
My Endurance Journey

I have been ÔdabblingÕ in endurance riding 
since 1994 and due to a variety of reasons 
(kids, family, no horses, and life in general) I 
was anxious to qualify my horses to 
Endurance status. By 2008, I was finally in a 
position where I could commit to the serious 
task of training my horses to the level 
required for qualification. I started the year 
with one goal in mind, to qualify my three 
purebred Arabians to Endurance status with 
the NSW Endurance Riders Association. 
Your horse must complete 3 x 80km rides 
with no vet outs to qualify for ÔEndurance 
HorseÕ status.  
 
The first mare, Fayida (Sir Ibn Moniet (dec) x 
Dunwingeri Ni-Fahri) had previously 
completed The Rock Ride in 2003, was 
successful there again in 2007 and reached 
Endurance status by completing the National 
Capital Endurance Ride in 2008. She also 
completed a number of training rides 
including the Shahzada 120 km which is held 
over 3 days in the beautiful little town of St 
Albans near WisemanÕs Ferry in Sydney. For 
anyone wanting a cheap holiday with their 
horse, this ride is a must! The countryside is 
amazing (not for the faint hearted) and the 
bond you develop with your horse is truly 
wonderful. One down, two to goÉ.  
 
The second mare, Saamonique (Sir Ibn 
Moniet (dec) x Saracen Saamiqa) had also 
previously completed The Rock in 2003, she 
gave me a lovely colt foal in 2004 by Jangarry 
Ibn Sudan, completed the Gundagai Ride in 
2008 and then Coolamon Ride in July 2009 to 
reach Endurance status. She also completed 
the Woodstock Ride in October this year, 
redeeming herself after vetting out lame at 
this ride in 2008. Two down, one to goÉ.  
 
Lucky last was my gelding Sir Ali Karim (Sir 
Ibn Moniet (dec) x Booberoi Al Karima). He 
has proven himself to be the absolute 
versatile Arabian. I had him broken in as a 
three year old and he was lightly trail ridden 
until he was five. My son Damian joined 

Bungendore Pony Club and as I couldnÕt 
afford to buy him a pony at the time, naughty 
little Ali was to be his horse. After a few trials 
and tribulations they became a great team 
and competed together at local gymkhanas, 
cross country, dressage and sporting. They 
also did well at pony club camp in camp 
drafting and polocrosse but DamianÕs passion 
was for mounted games and the pair went on 
to be selected for State level competition and 
Damian represented NSW at the Nationals in 
2006 and their team one the title. Damian 
hung up his riding boots at this point so I 
decided I would try Ali out in endurance. He 
had done well in two 40km training rides 
previously and this year he completed the 
Tumbarumba Ride, Wingello Forest Ride, 
Freemantle Ride, National Capital Ride and 
the Harden Ride with no vet outs. He placed 
1st heavyweight at the Harden Ride in a time 
of 5 hrs 17 minutes and was ranked 3rd 
overall. This was a great thrill and is such a 
great achievement for this little 14.2hh horse. 
What a little champion!! He is now having a 
well earned rest before he starts training 
again in January.

TTOUCH

In November I attended a 5 day TTEAM clinic 
at Gooromon Park Equestrian Centre, Hall 
between 14 and 18 November. The clinic was 
led by Linda Tellington-Jones sister Robyn 
Hood and her daughter Mandy Pretty who 
come out every year from Canada to teach in 
Australia. I was lucky enough to take both my 
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horses to this clinic, my purebred Arabian 
gelding Azzi (Quartz Hill Farm Azrahan) and 
my part-bred Arabian gelding Chester.  

TTEAM stands for Tellington-Jones Teach 
Equine Awareness Method. TTEAM is a 
mixture of body work, ground work and riding 
exercises aimed at creating soft, thinking and 
supple horses. TTEAM principles are based 
on working with kindness and empathy with 
the horse making the time spent under saddle 
and with humans as pleasurable as it can be.  

TTEAM aims to improve physical balance 
and to teach the horse true self carriage. This 
in turn improves confidence and self control. 
Through carefully orchestrated exercises 
TTEAM releases tension, increases 
circulation through the body, improves 
posture, whilst encouraging the horse to 
become thoughtful and active, rather than 
simply re-active. For example, tension in the 
neck and back is usually present in horses 
that habitually spook and a high headed 
horse, hollow-backed horse is already 
starting in the posture commonly associated 
with the flight reflex.

Quartz Hill Arabians 
 
 

The last couple of years have been a very exciting 
and rewarding time for us. 
Firstly, our three year old Quartz Hill Farm Johara 
Shaklan  (Eastwinds Ovation deceased x Quartz 
Hill Farm Ruby Shaklan) was sashed as the 
Reserve Australian Champion Purebred Filly 3 & 
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4yo at the 2010 Australian National Arabian 
Championships . Wow what a thrill when her 
number was called out. Prior to this she had been 
awarded: 
- Top Five at the 2010 East Coast show  
- Reserve Champion  3yo filly at the 2009 National 
Stud Horse Show  
- Top Five at the 2009 East Coast Championships 
- Top Ten at the 2009 Australian National 
Championships (fourth on points) 
This filly has been a model of consistency 
throughout her brief career. 
We are honoured to have also bred her mother 
Quartz Hill Farm Ruby Shaklan who is still here on 
our stud. 
Then on to our  2yo filly  Quartz Hill Farm Ooh La 
La  (Om El Eminence imp USA x Quartz Hill Farm 
Puss In Boots) who has also had a consistent and 
successful show career. 
2008 saw her debut at the AA Class National 
Capital Horse Show, as a Yearling where she was 
awarded Champion, Supreme and Supreme 
Champion Junior Pure Arabian Exhibit. 
This great result was followed up with: 
- Top Five at the 2009 East Coast 
 -Top Ten at the 2009 Australian National Arabian 
Championships (fourth on points) 
- Reserve Champion at the 2009 National Stud 
Horse Show 
- Champion, Supreme Champion and Grand 
Champion Pure Arabian Exhibit at the 2009 
National Capital Horse Show  
- Finalist at the 2010 East Coast 
- Top Ten at the 2010 Australian National Arabian 
Championships 
Again, we are honoured to have also bred her 
mother, QHF Puss in Boots, who also remains at 
our stud. 
Other Quartz Hill Farm Horses have continued to 
be successful and given us much joy, but the two 
above deserve special mention. 
On a sadder note, we recently lost the beautiful 
ethereal white mare Eastwinds Made in Heaven, 
(Esscort imp x Shaklana) she was away at stud 
and died of a colic attack. We are now trying to 
rear her 3 month old orphan colt foal whom we 
have nicknamed ÔLukeÕ, short for Luke Skywalker. 
We thought this was appropriate as we also have 
his half brother who is officially named QHF The 
Startrekker (nickname Jake), so now we have a 
Jake and a Luke, both grey boys. We will try and 
get Luke officially named as QHF The Skywalker. 
 We hope these two names will carry on the 
Heavenly theme and help perpetuate the memory 
of Made in Heaven.   May they grow up to be as 
beautiful as she was.

expecting 3 foals but have just 1 instead 
QHF Puss in Boots foaled to American Hero (imp 
USA), a beautiful bay filly to be named QHF
