= All dogs are to be on leashes at all times.

= Arabian Horse Society of Australia (AHSA) rules apply

* Inring I, AHSA Amateur card must be held for relevant classes and proof must be
able to be produced.

= All exhibits in breed events to be registered with their respective breed society and
proof of registration/s to be produced on demand

= Other Pony Breed - regardless of height breed not specifically listed in program and
registered with a recognised pony breed society (eg Miniature Pony, Australian Stud
Saddle Pony etc)

= Other Large Breed -regardless of height breed not specifically listed in program and
registration is not with a recognised pony breed society (eg Standardbred, Andalusion,
Waler etc)

= Beginner Ring — for horse/rider combinations that have not won at an open gymkhana

= “Assisted” classes are for those riders on lead rein or who require a helper within 2
metres when riding

= Novice Ring — for horse/rider combinations that have not won at a graded Breed or
Agricultural Show

= Open Ring — for any horse/rider combination not eligible for rings 3 and 4.

» Those entering Show Hunter Classes ARE ELIGIBLE for Hack Classes.

= A Pony is ne 14hh, a Galloway is overl4hh and ne 15hh and Hack is over 15hh.

= Pleasure classes are to be ridden in a snaffle bit without a curb chain, drop noseband
or artificial aids.

= All colts/stallions 3 years and over must be bitted, and handled/ridden by a person 18
years and over.

* The judge has the absolute discretion to request a horse to be transferred to another
class (e.g because of height).

= [fthere is a query about the height of a horse or pony, the onus is on the owner or
exhibitor to provide a height certificate.

= All protests must be in writing and accompanied by $50.00 and made within 30
minutes of alleged breached rules. If a protest is dismissed, money will not be
refunded.
